DAY 2

Read Psalm 145:14

Do you ever start something and want to quit when
it gets hard? Maybe you've tried a MILLION times
to memorize your times tables and you just cant do
it.

They could have chosen to complain, cry, be angry
with God, stir up trouble with the other prisoners,
or plan their escape. But they didn’t do any of those
things. Instead, Paul and Silas chose to pray and

sing worship songs to God.

You’ll face plenty of bad days like the one in your
picture. A big key to resilience is to choose joy. God
is in control even when things around you seem

out of control. Paul and Silas knew that. No matter
